Every year many young people who really care for medicine enter medical universities and
academies.

They become students. They study numerous theoretical and special subjects. They have
practical training during which they do the work of nurses and doctors assistants. Such a course of
studies helps them to gain much knowledge of medicine, which will give them the possibility to
diagnose different diseases and treat people.

But medical students must remember that it is not easy to be a good doctor. A become a good
doctor student must have not only deep knowledge in a particular field of medicine such as surgery or
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therapy. A doctor must be able to get on with different kinds of people. He must be quiet,
understanding sympathetic and possess self — control. If his patient is nervous or frightened a doctor
should always be ready to explain things and to reassure him. But a doctor should never lose his
temper. He must love people and have a kind heart. He must give all his knowledge, all his talent, and
all his time to people, to the protection of their health.

Medical students must understand well all the difficulties of their future profession. They must
be aware of all its merits and drawbacks. They must remember that often it will be difficult to diagnose
a disease, sometimes it will be even more difficult to cure it. The diagnosing and treatment of many
problem cases can be difficult and challenging. But a good doctor will always do his best to gain his
patient’s confidence. And the confidence of a patient in his doctor is a “valuable remedy”.

Did you hear about Hippocrates Oath before you entered the University? What does it read? It
reads, “I shall enter any house for the good of the patient. I shall do the best for the benefit of the sick.
I shall not do my” patient any harm” — these are the words from Hippocrates Oath. And they must be
not only words for medical students. They must become the motto of their life. A true doctor must
observe the principles of medical ethics — the code of behavior and practice, followed by the Greek
physician Hippocrates, called the “Father of medicine”.

According to this code any practicing physician shall give competent health care with
compassion and respect for the sick. In his practice he must keep medical secrets, he must be honest
and responsible to his patients, to the society, to his profession and to himself.

A modern physician in one of the most highly trained of all professional men. To be up to date
he must continue to study, applying scientific knowledge.

Medical students must remember that to treat patients is a great art but not an ordinary trade. It
is one of the professions which requires a real calling for it.

British National Health Service

The British National Healthcare System is divided into state and private (independent) sectors.
The state sector is represented by the National Health Service (NHS) and financed by the state from
taxes. The NHS is one of the best health care systems in the world. The NHS was set up in 1948 to
provide good health care available to all, regardless of wealth.

Except charges for some prescriptions, optical and dental services, the NHS remains free for
anyone who is resident in the UK. That is more than 60m people. It covers everything from routine
treatments for coughs and colds to open heart surgery, accident and emergency treatment and end-of-
life care.

The NHS employs more than 1.7m people. Of those, just under half are clinically qualified,
including 120,000 hospital doctors, 40,000 general practitioners (GPs), 400,000 nurses and 25,000
ambulance staff. The number of patients using the NHS is huge. On average, it deals with 1m patients
every 36 hours.

When a person falls ill he first visits his GP. GPs make the first diagnosis in the case of illness,
give advice and may prescribe a suitable course of treatment or arrange for the patient to see a
specialist. The specialist decides whether the patient needs hospital treatment and if he does whether
he should be treated at the local hospital or at a specialized hospital.

District general hospitals offer a broad range of clinical services. Treatment is provided for in-
patients and out-patients. There are also special hospitals. These hospitals combine special treatment
facilities with the training of medical students. Many of the hospitals in the NHS were built in the 19th
century. Much has been done to improve and extend existing hospital building and many new hospitals
have been opened.

NHS emergence ambulances are available free for cases of sudden illness, for accidents and for
doctors’ urgent calls.

Case history

Mr Wildgoose, a retired bus driver, was unwell and in bed with a cough and general malaise when he
called in his general practitioner. A lower respiratory tract infection was diagnosed and erythromecin
prescribed. Two days later, at a second home visit, he was found to be a little breathless and
complaining that he felt worse. He was advised to drink plenty and to continue with his antibiotic.
Another 2 days passed and the general practitioner returned to find the patient barely rousable and
breathless at rest. Emergency admission to hospital was arranged on the grounds of ‘severe chest
infection’. On arrival in the ward, he was unable to give any history but it was ascertained from his
wife that he had been confused and unable to get up for the previous 24h. He had been incontinent of
urine on a few occasions during this time. He had been noted to have increased thirst and nocturia for
the previous 2 weeks.

His past history included appendicectomy at age 11 years, cervical spondylosis 10 years ago, and
hypertension for which he had been taking a thiazide diuretic for 3 years. His father died at 62 years of
myocardial infarction and his mother had had rheumatoid arthritis. His wife kept generally well but
had also had a throat infection the previous week. Mr Wildgoose drank little alcohol and had stopped
smoking 2 years previously.
